Goal of Target Program –  (focus efforts on one issue in order to really make an impact!) @ (@ = click for next slide)
Water chosen as focus: FAWCO Target issue: Increasing the sustainable access to safe drinking water globally. 
Why is water so important? @

Water problems affect half of humanity and 884 million people lack access to a safe water supply – approximately 1 in 8 people! @

Half of all people in developing countries suffer at any given time from a health problem caused by water and sanitation deficits.  @

There are 443 million school days lost each year due to water-related illnesses.

Without food a person can live for weeks, @
but without water, you can expect to live only a few days.  
In terms of being essential for life, Water is the top priority! @

Fortunately, focus on water = focus on other global problems: education, health and empowerment of women and this makes water a strong issue for Target focus. 
OK, that’s what we started with. @

The next step was the selection of FAWCO’s Target Water Project. 
12  projects were submitted for consideration by June 30th & they were evaluated by the selection committee.. 
The projects needed to be - SMART: @ 

Specific @ – Measureable @ – Achievable @ - Relevant  @- Time limited @- and Sustainable

There were 3 finalists chosen and while they differed in many ways, they were  all run by reliable organizations that would assure the money we raise would be wisely used for the project we choose. @ 
So...which one of these projects was chosen to be FAWCO’s Target Water Project? @
That was decided by FAWCO’s clubs who voted for the project they thought was most worthy. The votes have been tallied and the Target Water Project is... @ 
Wells for Clean Water – Cambodia @
The project will provide potable water  for 2400 families in 12 project areas with no safe wells or drinking water  by the installation of 800 wells. @
Why is this necessary?

· Pol Pot regime decimated the Cambodian population, destroying the social, moral and economic fiber of the country and most wells in countryside.
· Villagers and animals now use open ponds or rivers which are often polluted, resulting in diarrhoea and other infectious diseases @
Project carried out by Tabitha Foundation which was founded in 1994 to support aid efforts in the area.  
Tabitha is an NGO based in Cambodia w/ 6 foundations worldwide,  

work with a minimum of overheads – all are run by volunteers. @
Tell a bit about the Tabitha Savings Program  - was started to help people take control of their own lives and rebuild trust. 

Families are encouraged to save money and any amount, no matter how small, is accepted, earning 10% interest. 

Only families who are enrolled in the Savings Program are eligible for the wells program. @
How will project goals be realized?

· As I just mentioned, only families enrolled in Savings program are eligible @
· Contractor drills wells @
Effects:

· Families earn 10% interest on savings @
· 2400 families have clean water  @ 
· This clean water improves health and diet @
· water source allows them to grow crops year round - so can earn income by selling @
Each well becomes the responsibility of the family after construction. They receive training in the proper maintenance of their well from the contractor. 
All families receiving wells are required to grow vegetables &/or rice. Also required to earn an income from these wells. @
Chart which sums up various aspects of project:

· Cost – total cost of project is $80,000 (for FAWCO’s 80th birthday!), but this is an ongoing project; as many wells are installed as donations allow.
· Water – the budget given allows  for the installation of 800 wells, which will provide potable water for 2400 families
· Health: improvement - availability of potable water results in lower incidence of infectious diseases; water makes year-round crop growth possible, which results in better diet 
· Education: The contractor who digs the wells trains the families in their maintenance; Tabitha staff continues to work with and monitor families in the community development program for 5-7 years until they have achieved a middle class income and no longer need assistance
· Economic Benefit: Yes, through growth of year-round crops, extra produce can be sold; Tabitha also has a cottage industry program that can provide income  @
The FAWCO Target Program is a unique opportunity for FAWCO member clubs and FAUSA members to work together towards the goal of clean water worldwide. In addition to raising awareness about the importance of clean water in all the countries where we are represented, FAWCO is
now asking our member clubs to fundraise specifically for “Wells for Clean Water”, Cambodia.  While your club may or may not have voted for this project, I hope you will agree that it is a very worthwhile recipient of our support!
FAWCO is a world player and the Target Program distinguishes FAWCO clubs like all of ours from other international clubs by giving us the opportunity to pool our efforts and contribute together to a UN Millennium goal. We ask your club for their support in whatever ways are open to you.
