Program:

Welcome and Introduction  [list things we’re going to talk about; introduce Betsy Ross]

Song:  re-sing Star-Spangled Banner  [to reinforce words now that children know meanings]

Activity:  (Committee members)  Giving instructions on how to draw the flag.  Children divided into groups by age.  Adult doesn’t know what flag looks like and can’t see one.  Adult has white paper and crayons or colored pencils and asks children to tell her how to draw the US flag.  “Put in a box with stars” might elicit a square with a square inside with two stars, for instance.  Children then have to correct adult who is intentionally drawing a flag following children’s directions but one different from what our flag looks like. No, it’s a rectangle (vertical? horizontal?); adults can put stripes diagonally, crossing, vertical, etc.   Adults can also play with colors (light blue as opposed to dark blue).  Depending on attendance, we’ll likely need several committee members to be involved in this activity so groups are small.
