Song:   “Dixie” (a favorite of Abraham Lincoln)
Story about Abraham Lincoln (Children’s book about Lincoln)

· Who can become president? (qualifications)

· What does a president do?

· What does it take to become president of the United States?


Activities
1. Game (outside if possible) :   Washington or Lincoln?  Adult asks questions about Washington and Lincoln based on information presented earlier in program.  Children run to Washington if “Washington” is the answer to the questions or toward Lincoln if “Lincoln” is the correct answer.  Throw in some “trick” questions where both “Washington” and “Lincoln” are correct answers.
2. Coin rubbings or drawings:  Break into groups by age.  Rubbings didn’t work that well with crayons; could ask children to draw the coins.
3. “Here We Go Round the Mulberry Bush” (popular in Washington’s time)
